Green Living Tips

Bottled Water Woes

What is necessary to our lives, is locally

produced, costs pennies a day, and tastes
great? Good-old tap water! What costs
more per gallon than gasoline, uses a non-
renewable resource for its production and
transportation, and has relatively relaxed
federal standards? Bottled water! When
you need to quench your thirst, think twice
before you select bottled water.

Healthy for people? The bottled water
industry has grown by leaps and bounds
over the years. In 2006, the US consumed
8.3 billion gallons of bottled water, and
there is the perception that bottled water

is more healthful. But the US EPA actually
sets stricter standards for tap water than the
FDA does for bottled water. And 90% of US
water systems exceed the EPA standards.
Some bottled water is actually just filtered
municipal water. Storage in plastic can cause
possible health risks as well.

Healthy for the planet? The bottles
themselves are made from polyethylene
terephthalate (PET), a crude-oil product and
non-renewable resource. The energy used

in the manufacture and transportation of
bottled water for US consumers each year is
1.5 million barrels of oil, enough for fueling
100,000 cars per year. The use of oil produces
carbon dioxide, a greenhouse gas, adding to
global warming.

Cost? Where | live, our municipal water cost
is $1.12 per 100 cubic feet (748 gallons). That

makes the cost of a gallon of water $0.0015,
one sixth of a penny. If a 16-ounce bottle of
water at Walgreen s costs $1.19, the price
per gallon is nearly $9.52. Less than a penny
versus almost $10.00. Water from your tap is
areal bargain and just as healthy.

Waste? Of course, empty water bottles can
and should be recycled. But according to
the Container Recycling Institute, only 14%
of used bottles are recycled. The 86% of the
bottles that go to the landfill (or get littered)
can take up to 1000 years to biodegrade.

Local control? The extracting of water to
be bottled and shipped can lead to local
water shortages. Some communities have
worked hard to protect their local water.
You may recall when Perrier proposed a
bottling plant that would pump 500 gallons
of water per minute in Newport, Wisconsin.
In 2003, local citizens successfully protected
their water source and turned Perrier away.

There are occasionally times when bottled
water is necessary, but for our everyday
needs, tap water is an affordable and quality
product and using it reduces impact

on Mother Earth. To improve the taste or
quality of your tap water, try an activated
charcoal filter (available at grocery or
department stores). When you want to take
that refreshing tap water along with you,
use reusable bottles (high-quality plastic or
metal). So next time you are thirsty for some
great-tasting water, reach for the faucet!
